How to Execute a Java Applet on Pegasus

Objective

Executing a java applet on the world wide web requires an internet accessible web page to provide a sandbox in which run the applet.  This document provides instructions on how to setup an html file on the IUPUI Computer Science server Pegasus.  You should use these instructions only if your Pegasus account has never been setup for web pages previously.

Instructions

1.  Logon to Pegasus normally.  This will place you in your home directory, such as /home/droberts.  You can use the pwd command to verify your directory.

2. Create a subdirectory named public_html using the command mkdir public_html.

3. Change the permission on the directory to make it readable by everyone using the command chmod 755 public_html.

4. Change your directory to public_html using the command cd public_html.
5. Compile you applet to create a class file.  You can transfer your source code to Pegasus and compile your java code there, or if you have the java sdk installed on your personal computer, you can computer it there and use ssn to transfer the class file to Pegasus.  In this example, the class file is named AlphabetGame.class.

6. Create a file named index.html with the following contents using a unix editor or a plain text editor on your personal computer that you transfer using ssh.  Alternately, you can use a different file name like AlphabetGame.html is you already have an index.html.

7. Once the file is saved, change its permissions to make it readable from the internet using the command chmod 644 index.html, or whatever file name you chose.
8. View your web page through the internet by enter the following address into your favorite internet browser: http://www.cs.iupui.edu/~droberts.  This automatically displays index.html, which in this case is a web page that run an applet.  If you use an alternate, include that in the URL, such as http://www.cs.iupui.edu/~droberts/AlphabetGame.html.
